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ABSTRACT

This study will find the relationship between worker's attitudes and the Safety performance in the construction industry in order to give the contractors a clear idea about how they should increase their safety performance through improving their employees’ attitudes. The study shows some measuring tools to predict safety performance and affects of safety culture in construction industries. The author explains the big five personality traits. Questionnaires have been distributed for both workers and safety sites to measure their attitudes and their site conditions from safety point of view.   
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
