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ABSTRACT

A survey questionnaire on the aspects of the two schools of thought found by Palmer was distributed to different private companies representing the private sector in Saudi Arabia to obtain the characteristics of their value engineering proposals. Subsequently, the data was collected and analyzed. The results are summarized thereafter; the value-engineering program for Saudi Electricity Company Eastern Region Branch has been discussed as a case study from private sector in Saudi Arabia. Finally,. recommendations & conclusions  have been drawn based on these results.
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
