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Article Presentation: 

The following are the procedures to be followed in presenting journal articles: 

1. During the third week of the semester, each student will be assigned a date for his presentation. The instructor will select these dates on random. Students, however, are allowed to exchange dates provided that they notify the instructor at least one week before the presentation date. 

2. Select a refereed  journal article; the article should be relevant to the course and relatively recent (published within the last 5 years). To aid you in the selection, consult a periodical index such as Applied Science & Technology Index. In the selection process, you need to make sure that the article has not been selected by another student (see step 4 below). 

3. At least one week before your presentation, provide the instructor with a neat copy of the article. 

4. Write your name and the article title & author(s) on the article sheet posted by the instructor's office. If the same article has already been posted, then you need to select another one. 

5. Prepare a summary of the article (max 3 pages) and make enough copies to be distributed to the students in the presentation time. 

6. Plan your presentation to last for 15 minutes. Your presentation should include: 

a) major points of the article (approximately 5 minutes). 

b) a critique of the article (approximately 5 minutes). 

c) questions & answers (approximately 5 minutes). 

7. Your presentation will be evaluated according to the following equally -weighted criteria*: 

a)  coverage of important points. 

b)  clarity of coverage. 

c)    critique of the article- 

d)  answering students' questions. 

e)   time management.
· Failing to adhere to any of the above underlined requirements (2 through 5) will result in a grade reduction.
