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1. Topic:


Select a topic related to Construction Contracting and Administration. The course syllabus is a good starting point, it can provide you with several ideas. It is, however, advisable that you select a topic of your interest and possessing the potential  to be the topic of your future  MS thesis/ ME report. Although not a requirement, it is recommended to select a topic relevant to the Saudi construction industry.


After you select a topic, submit a rough paper outline to the instructor for his approval and feedback.

2. Scope:


You should limit the scope of your paper so you can adequately cover your topic in less than 30 pages (double spaced). Remember it is the quality not quantity that counts.
3. Form/Style:


The paper should be typed (double spaced). You should use a formal technical writing format, including proper language usage (example: papers published in ASCE Journal of CEM).
4. Academic Ethics:

The preparation and writing of the paper should adhere to the standards of academic ethics. Plagiarism in any form and in any part of the paper will result in a zero mark for the entire paper. Ignorance of what constitutes plagiarism will not be accepted as an excuse.
