Wi-Fi Project
The university-wide deployment of the WiFi network is now complete. Wireless network now enables greater flexibility and mobility for students and faculty.  Moving from building to building they can now conveniently  access the Internet, resources on the KFUPM Intranet such as Courses on WebCT, Library journals and catalogs, student registration,  etc., also other network applications, and several enterprise services.
There are over 365 access points, spread across 38 buildings with 3 open-air wireless zones. In terms of coverage area, and the number of access points,  it is the largest deployment of Wireless LAN technology on any campus or organization in the region.   Deployed using state of the art architecture, the ITC guarantees true anytime-anywhere connectivity with the utmost in security, uptime and bandwidth term after term. 
Wireless networking opens up a world of opportunities at KFUPM previously not possible. For example, our infrastructure now facilitates, research collaboration through Net Telephony software on smart phones. Faculty and students on campus can communicate at ease with VOIP technology. 
With Wi-Fi, virtually every employee is now no more than a few key strokes away from a world of new ideas
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Despite proven benefits of new technology, you have to consider the following factors that affect people’s adaptation:    awareness generation and incentives
This brings me to our next endeavor:  
The ITC’s Mobile Computing Project
Today, our academicians at KFUPM are no longer tied to their desks and neither do they have to rely on removable storage like CD’s and USB drives to transport information back and forth from their offices to their classrooms. Students and faculty are being given high performance WiFi enabled notebook-PC’s and docking stations. To encourage adaptation, their desktops are taken away from them thereby creating an environment   that facilitates the usage of our wireless infrastructure.
Staggered and phased procurement via a framework agreement ensures that our faculty will get the most current machines. Competitive pricing assists in frequent periodic replacement with better systems. 
The above two projects have started to transform our knowledge workers at KFUPM, to potential agents of significant change.
