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PROJECT SUMMARY
This three-week Multi-Regional Project was organized to provide participants with an overview of university administration in the United States and opportunities for exchange with their professional counterparts on shared topics of concern.  Through meetings with administrators, academics, government officials, and representatives of non-governmental and for-profit organizations involved in higher education, we learn about the constituencies, which determine strategic direction in postsecondary education.  We examined the federal government’s limited role in the administration and funding of tertiary education and the vital role state governments play in both public and private education and learn about the decentralized accreditation process for U.S. universities; examining the categories in which universities are evaluated will provide a valuable framework for understanding the component parts of institutions of higher learning. We also examined the ways in which colleges and universities maximize resources through consortiums and partnerships with the business community.  We explored the challenges posed by such issues as reduced government funding, increased student enrollment, faculty retention, and the needs of non-traditional students

Project Goals

· To examine the U.S. system of higher education, its structure, administration, and support services; 

· To explore the needs and responsibilities of higher education and its changing relationship with other elements of society; and

· To facilitate discussions on topics of concern such as degree equivalencies, accreditation, student aid, admissions, counseling services and programs to meet the needs of students with disabilities, internationalization of curriculum and institutional infrastructure.
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Washington, DC
Population: 572,059
Washington is located on the Potomac River, which forms the border between the states of Maryland and Virginia.  Congress created the District of Columbia in 1791 as the site for the nation’s capital.  Major Pierre L’Enfant created the unique design for the systematic development of the city, and today his plan can be seen in the wide tree-lined avenues, impressive vistas, and monument-filled circles throughout Washington.  The Capitol Building, seat of the legislative branch of government, is on the highest hill in the area and the White House lies a mile away, geographically reinforcing the Constitutional separation of legislative and executive powers.

Washington grew rapidly after the War of 1812. The active trade centers of Georgetown and Alexandria, the rapidly expanding railroad system, and the Chesapeake and Ohio Canal contributed to the area’s development.  The capital city, a convergence of nations, cultures and interests, has expanded tremendously during the past three decades and now has a metropolitan population of over three million.  Traditionally, government is Washington’s  "business," although the city has recently experienced tremendous growth in the corporate and information technology/communication sectors.  Nearly all of the top five hundred corporations in the United States have offices in the city.  Several key international financial institutions, including the World Bank, the International Monetary Fund, and the Inter-American Development Bank, are based in Washington.
Washington is also a major educational and research center.  Within its boundaries are American University, The Catholic University of America, Georgetown University, George Washington University, Howard University, the University of the District of Columbia, and Gallaudet, a renowned university for the deaf.  In addition, many political, economic, and medical research institutes are located in the Washington area, notably the National Institutes of Health; the National Academy of Sciences; the Brookings Institution, which conducts policy research in the fields of economics, government and foreign policy; and the Washington Center for Politics and Journalism. 
Washington’s cultural resources are world-renowned.  The city has always had fine museums, with the Smithsonian Institution, which is composed of sixteen museums and galleries, standing at the forefront.  Some of the prominent Smithsonian museums are the National Air and Space Museum, the Museum of American History, and the Museum of Natural History.  The Hirshhorn Museum and Sculpture Garden is known for its modern art collection.  The National Gallery of Art, created by a joint resolution of Congress in 1937, houses beautiful collections of paintings and sculpture from the 13th through the 19th centuries.  The East Building was added in 1978 and an outdoor sculpture garden, adjacent to the West Building, made its debut in 1999.  The Kennedy Center, Ford’s Theatre, where Abraham Lincoln was shot, the National Theatre, and the renovated Warner Theatre present first-run and first-rate theatre for the Washington public.  Arena Stage, a small, three-theatre complex, often presents avant-garde productions, and the Shakespeare Theatre does innovative productions of Shakespeare and other playwrights.

Washington, DC Program Overview

Higher Education in the United States and Internationalizing Higher Education
The president of the Institute of International Education introduced the importance of international linkages in the U.S. education system. Next, we received an introduction to the structure of the U.S. higher education system an overview of the structure of higher education in the United States, highlighting the relative responsibility of federal, state, and institutional authorities.

Role of the Federal Government in Postsecondary Education

Appointments were held with the U.S. State Department's Bureau of Educational and Cultural Affairs, NAFSA:  Association of International Educators, and the Council for the International Exchange of Scholars (CIES).

We met with representatives of the U.S. Department of Education's Office of Post-Secondary Education, which formulates federal postsecondary education policy and administers programs to improve access to quality postsecondary education in the U.S.  The meeting  also addressed the efforts of the Federal Fund for the Improvement of Post Secondary Education around the world.  

Function of Professional Associations

Overview of the Council's role in educational policy-making Panelists included representatives of the following ACE member associations: the National Association of Independent Colleges and Universities, the American Association of State Colleges and Universities and the American Association of Community Colleges.  

We also held a panel discussion on the topic of professional linkages and career development for education professionals.  Panelists represented selected national organizations including: the American Association of University Professors, the American Conference of Academic Deans, and the American Association of Collegiate Registrars and Admissions Officers.
We visit the campus of the American University (AU) in northwest Washington, DC, where representatives spoke with the group about innovative international programs at AU.  A panel discussion was held on-campus on the topic of developing and maintaining international linkages in higher education.

We visit Gallaudet University and took part in a panel discussion focusing on integration of students with disabilities into the higher education system.

We also visit the Howard University for a campus tour and a meeting with faculty from the graduate school in order to learn about the innovative Preparing Future Faculty program.

Philadelphia, Pennsylvania

Population: 1,517,550
Philadelphia, the fifth largest city in the United States and the largest city in the state of Pennsylvania, has a diverse metropolitan population of five million, which includes large African-American, Puerto Rican, Italian, Irish and German communities.  William Penn founded his "City of Brotherly Love" based on the religious beliefs of the Quakers in what had originally been a small Swedish settlement.  Philadelphia was the capital of the United States from 1790-1800, until the seat of government was moved to Washington, D.C.  The city was also the site of the signing of the Declaration of Independence, and the writing of the Constitution. 
The past and the present meet in Philadelphia.  Various landmarks, such as the Liberty Bell, Independence Hall, Christ Church, and Congress Hall, the site of Washington’s second inauguration, exist side by side with contemporary apartments designed by I.M. Pei.  Narrow cobblestone streets intersect broad, busy boulevards while charming colonial-era houses stand a few blocks from the business district. 
Industry in the area is widely diversified and includes candy, textile, chemical, steel and aircraft manufacturing.  The city is also an important transportation center:  the port of Philadelphia, on the Delaware River, is one of the world’s largest. Benjamin Franklin’s influence can be felt in the number of well-known universities, such as the University of Pennsylvania that he founded, and the many small colleges, medical schools, libraries, scientific institutions and museums that benefited from his contributions.  Other noted educational institutions include Bryn Mawr and Haverford Colleges, Swarthmore College, Temple University, and the Drexel Institute of Technology.  In addition, many Quaker schools continue the traditions instituted by William Penn.
The famed Philadelphia Orchestra, one of the country’s foremost symphonies, presents its winter series in the Academy of Music, a cultural center, which is also home to opera, the Pennsylvania Ballet, the Philly Pops, musicals and special concerts by visiting artists.  Philadelphia’s theater is enjoying a renaissance.  The City Line Theatre, the New Locust, Riverfront Dinner Theater,  Shubert, Forrest, and Walnut Street Theatres all present pre-Broadway shows  with well-known stars.  Philadelphia also has the largest collection of restored 18th and 19th century buildings in the United States, and its architecture is so diverse and treasured that the entire city is described as an "architectural museum."
Quality Assurance in Education

During one day-trip to Princeton, New Jersey we met with representatives of Educational Testing Services (ETS), a private company, which produces such widely-used standardized tests as the TOEFL, SAT, GRE, and others.  We learned about considerations taken in the design of such tests to ensure that the tests are accurate, unbiased, and reliable.  

Crafting a Student Body and Fostering the Personal and Professional Development of Students

We met with Admissions Officers and Registrars at the University of Pennsylvania (Penn) to discuss strategies used to balance the diverse talents and backgrounds of applicants and craft the optimal student body.  Topics discussed included affirmative action and the role of ethnicity in college admissions, the influence of athletic ability and scholarships, and the weight given to standardized test scores.  We had a chance to speak with officers and participants in student clubs and activity groups, including fraternities and sororities, to learn how such clubs contribute to students’ university experience. 

The University of Pennsylvania is a private, non-sectarian university, which was founded through the initiative of Mr. Benjamin Franklin and others in eighteenth century.  Today, Penn is a leading national and international university with four undergraduate and twelve graduate schools and a student body of over 18,000, the school is a member of the Ivy League.  

At Drexel University, a technologically-focused private university with nationally-ranked programs in Information Science and Technology, we learned about an innovative career development program called Cooperative Education, or Co-op.  This program allows students the opportunity to gain six to 18 months of career-related work experience integrated with their coursework, helping them explore and confirm a career choice while still in college.  The money earned at work experience may be used to offset the cost of tuition.

A visit to prestigious Princeton University focused on the school’s highly selective admission process, and also how the university makes use of its sizable endowment fund to entice top students with generous scholarships.  A member of the Ivy League, Princeton University was founded in 1746 and is one of the most competitive universities in the nation—more than 15,000 application were received for 1,600 spaces in the freshman class.  Princeton prides itself on providing a quality education experience to all students, maintaining a faculty-to-student ration of less than 6 to one.  

Cultural Activities:

On Saturday morning, we had historic tour culminating with a visit to the newly-opened National Constitution Center in Independence National Historic Park in downtown Philadelphia.

Philadelphia, Program Overview
Raleigh, North Carolina, 

Population: 276,093

Located in central North Carolina, Raleigh, Durham and Chapel Hill have become closely associated through the common pursuits of their fine universities. Known as "The Research Triangle," the area is a center for high technology research and development.  Raleigh, the state capital, is the major city in North Carolina.  Durham and Chapel Hill are important university communities a short distance away.

The city of Raleigh, named after the 16th century explorer Sir Walter Raleigh, was part of the first English colony in the New World.  It is strategically located to serve a large portion of the United States market - more than one-half of the population of the United States is within 500 miles of this city and is accessible through an excellent transportation network. 

Raleigh's economy is based on the activities of industry, education, and government.  The area's excellent location, good labor and business climate, highly-rated quality of life, and proximity to educational institutions and the Research Triangle Park have also helped Raleigh to attract prime industries from all parts of the country.  Traditionally a state known for the importance of its textile and agricultural industries, the diversity of Raleigh's business sector today includes research organizations, corporate regional or national headquarters, vendors, institutional services, and manufacturing.  The Research Triangle Park is located within ten miles of Raleigh.  A 5200 acre center, it is the largest planned research and development park in the U.S.  Developed for industry and government research and scientifically-oriented production, twenty-seven agencies and 15,000 employees are located within its boundaries. 

The three major universities in the area complement research efforts; an excellent research and academic base with strong government support provides a solid foundation for promoting business development in the region.  Universities add to the vitality of the three cities.  Durham is the site of Duke University, a distinguished private university with strong schools of law and medicine.  Chapel Hill is the home of the University of North Carolina, the first state university in the nation, serving an enrollment of 24,000 students.  The Department of English is well-regarded, as is the quality of the liberal arts and health education programs.  Raleigh's nine colleges and universities are distinguished by their unique agreement for reciprocal study. Six of the schools are affiliated through the organization, Cooperating Raleigh Colleges.  Raleigh is also home to North Carolina State University known for its excellent engineering program.

The schools also enhance the cultural life of the cities.  In Durham, the Duke Museum of Art, the Broadway at Duke Series, and the Duke Artists offer high quality entertainment.  The Morehead Planetarium of UNC at Chapel Hill offers spectacular sky shows and art exhibits, and the University's Music School provides free concerts for the public.  Performances by the North Carolina Symphony Orchestra, the Triangle Dance Guild, and extensive collections at the North Carolina Museum of Art are cultural resources.

Role of a State Government in Tertiary Education

Mr. Bradley Wilson, Chair of the University of North Carolina’s (UNC) Board of Governors, spoke with us about the vital role of the state government in higher education.  The UNC Board of Governors is the policy-making body charged with the general determination, control, supervision, management, and governance of all constituent institutions.  

The largest university in the North Carolina system is University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill (UNC Chapel Hill).  Dr. Bogdan Leja, Director of Outreach Programs for the university’s Center for International Studies (UCIS), gave us  an overview of how the interdisciplinary approach to international scholarship promoted by UCIS enhances the academic work of faculty and students and how this work is disseminated to benefit the people of the State of North Carolina. 

At North Carolina State University (NCSU), group members examined state/school relations from the university perspective.  Dr. George Wilson, Vice President for International Affairs, will gave an  overview of the University, its history, and its role in educating the people of North Carolina.

The University as a Research Center

In 1958, three North Carolina universities - Duke University in Durham, the University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill, and North Carolina State University in Raleigh founded the Research Triangle Institute (RTI).  RTI is an independent, nonprofit organization serving clients in government, industry, academia, and public service throughout the United States and abroad in the fields related to economic, technological, and social development.  Mr. Reid Maness, Public Affairs Director at the RTI, gave us an overview of the institute’s functions and how it collaborates with member universities.  

The Triangle Research Libraries Network is a collaborative organization of Duke University, North Carolina Central University, North Carolina State University, and the University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill.  The purpose of the network is to marshal the financial, human, and information resources of their research libraries through cooperative efforts in order to create a rich and unparalleled knowledge environment that furthers the universities' teaching, research, and service missions.  We had a tour of the library, and several staff members discussed with us techniques in sharing resources and information.

During your visit to NCSU, we learned how that institution is building it future research potential.  Representatives spoke about the newly-created Centennial Campus, which houses university, corporate, and government research centers along with a conference center, and residential and commercial spaces.  Additionally, we learn how NCSU is harnessing new technologies to expand its learning audience through Distance Education Learning Technology Applications.

The largest university in North Carolina, University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill is also a leader in research initiatives.  The Vice-Chancellor for Research and Economic Development is charged with supporting faculty in their research endeavors, encouraging interdisciplinary activities, and fostering university relationships with governmental and private research sponsors.  A member of the office spoke about how the university allocates financial and administrative support to a variety of research projects.

North Carolina Program Overview 
Bloomington, Indiana, 

Population: 51,972
Bloomington, settled in 1816, was a site originally selected by President James Monroe for a seminary, and today is the Home of Indiana University.  Located in the rolling hills of southern Indiana, Bloomington is home to several light industries, including the manufacturing of electronic equipment, household appliances and elevators. 
Southern Indiana is also famous for its limestone quarries, many of which are located near Bloomington and Bedford to the south.  Hundreds of buildings around the nation are made of Indiana limestone, among them the Washington Monument and the Lincoln Memorial in Washington, D.C.  Many famous music personalities have called Bloomington home, including Hoagie Carmichael, David Lee Roth, and more recently, John Cougar Mellencamp.  Lake Monroe, Indiana’s largest lake, is located adjacent to the town and provides a wide variety of recreational activities, also nearby are numerous state forests, available for public use. 
Established in 1820, Indiana University is the second oldest major state university west of the Allegheny Mountains, and a focal point of the city of Bloomington.  Since it’s founding, Indiana University has grown into one of the nation’s leading teaching and research institutions, and boasts an annual enrollment of more than 30,000 students.  Indiana University provides a stimulating academic, athletic and cultural environment, and many have claimed the university campus to be the most beautiful in the United States. Academically, the university is best known for its foreign language departments, its School of Business, and its Russian-East European Institute. In addition, the Indiana University School of Music is world renown. 
Indiana University is nationally famous for its basketball team, coached by Bobby Knight, which has won three national championships during his tenure. It is no surprise that much of the state’s basketball infatuation focuses on Bloomington.  Other areas of cultural interest in the university include the Indiana University Art Museum, designed by I. M. Pei, the Lilly Library of rare books and the William H. Mathers Archeological Museum.  In the spring the university holds its annual "Little 500" bike race, named after the famous Indianapolis 500 automobile race, and the weekend of the event includes golf tourneys, music contests, and many other activities.
Indiana  Program Overview

Serving the Needs of All Students

At Indiana University (IU) we met with professional staff from Office of Academic Support and Diversity to learn about programs providing financial, academic, and social/emotional support for students.  Programs are focused on first-generation college students and students from traditionally underrepresented demographics and include mentoring, tutoring, special study groups, cultural centers, and specialized academic programs.  

We explore the role of community colleges in providing access to education and career services with a visit to Ivy Tech State College.  At the Student Information and Services office, we learn about the Prior Learning Assessment Credit, a program that assigns academic credit for verifiable skills gained through work experience, and services aimed at ensuring the academic success of all students.  Also, you will see how Ivy Tech offers academic services to students beyond the traditional campus through Distance Education programs using Internet and video technology.  The visit to Ivy Tech  concluded with a look at Career and Employment Services, which help students make use of their educational attainment in a rewarding career.

Meeting Community Needs through Education

A visit to Bloomington Continuing Studies, also at Indiana University, will highlight services and programs tailored to working adults.  Besides offering evening and weekend degree programs, Bloomington Continuing Studies also partners with local businesses, government, and community organizations to provide targeted professional development and workplace training initiatives. 

Many local businesses, trade unions, and other organizations also contract training services with the Office of Corporate and Continuing Education Services at Ivy Tech, which also offers Apprenticeship Programs.  By initiating an apprenticeship program with the support of a community college, companies gain employees with nationally-recognized certification, and a new generation of skilled professionals.  The apprenticeship offers students guaranteed employment upon successful completion of the course, linked to a commitment to work for the sponsoring company.

We spoke with educators at the Monroe County Extension Office, which is an affiliate of Purdue University.  The extension office is an example of how university research is made accessible to the public.  Purdue University is one of many Land Grant Colleges in the United States; such colleges were founded by states but given federal land and financial support to provide working classes with a liberal and practical education focused on agriculture, military tactics, and mechanical arts as well as classical studies.  Educational programs provided by the Monroe County Extension Office are currently focused on four areas: Consumer and Family Science, Youth Programs, Agriculture and Natural Resources, and Leadership and Community Development.  For nominal fees, the extension offers workshops and courses designed to help people extend their incomes, improve their health, as well as strengthen personal and family relationships in a changing environment.  

Denver, Colorado, 

Population: 554,636
Denver, the largest city between St. Louis and San Francisco, is the capital of the state of Colorado.  It is located at the far western edge of the Great Plains and at the foot of the Rocky Mountains.  The city was named for James W. Denver, the governor of the territory when gold miners founded it in 1858.  The city is nicknamed the "Mile High City" because it is located exactly one mile above sea level.
Fast growing and dynamic, Denver is the financial, manufacturing, research, distribution and transportation center for the Rocky Mountain region and serves as a gateway to many summer and winter recreation areas.  It boasts more than 310 days of sunshine a year.  Centrally located, Denver serves as a distribution point for much of Colorado’s mineral wealth, including coal, tin, uranium and zinc.  The Denver Mint, one of three in the United States, produces millions of coins each year.  In addition, Denver is home of Coors Brewery, Samsonite luggage, Gates Rubber Company, Honeywell Computers and many oil and solar energy corporations.  Martin Marietta and other military contractors have made Denver the most important scientific/technical center between Boston and California.
Government plays a central role in Denver in several ways.  More than half of Colorado’s population of nearly three million lives in Denver and the federal and state governments are the two largest employers in the area.  There are more national and regional headquarters for federal agencies located in Denver than in any other U.S. city except Washington D.C.  Volunteer and citizen advocacy groups are active in such areas as the environment, energy, wildlife, national security, civil rights and humanitarian concerns.  More than 70 ethnic groups, including a large Hispanic population, add a cosmopolitan flavor to the city.
Attractions in Denver include the Denver Center for Performing Arts featuring three theaters; the first in-the-round symphony concert hall in the country; a film institute; the Denver Art Museum, which houses one of the finest Native American collections in the country; Elitch Gardens, one of the nation’s top rated amusement parks; Rocky Mountain National Park, 72 miles northwest of Denver; as well as professional sports events in basketball, football, baseball and hockey.
Colorado Program Overview

Following the team splits, we reconvened as a group in Denver, Colorado, and we shared our team split experiences with the larger group.  

Management of Faculty and Students

You met with staff from the Department of Human Resources at the University of Denver who reviewed many policies, procedures, and legal issues surrounding university employment.  Challenges inherent in the retention and promotion of faculty – the tenure system – will be discussed.  This meeting highlighted development and training opportunities available to faculty and staff.  The University of Denver is the oldest independent university in the Rocky Mountain region, with an enrollment of approximately 9,300 students in its undergraduate, graduate and professional programs.   The university currently employs 453 appointed faculty members and 470 adjunct faculty members.

We also spend a day in Boulder, Colorado at the University of Colorado at Boulder (UC Boulder).  With nearly 25,000 undergraduate students, UC Boulder is the largest university in Colorado.  All first-year students are required to live on campus in university housing, and some students choose to stay on-campus throughout their years of study.  Staff from the Student Affairs office spoke about the challenges and advantages of a large, residential university.  

Financing a University and a University Education

At the University of Colorado at Denver (UC Denver), Mr. Dan Montez, Director of the Office of Budgets and Fiscal Planning  discussed the budgeting of public universities in Colorado, and compares this process to those in other states in the nation.  Mr. Montez has researched budgeting plans from all the U.S. states extensively, and published a report detailing the various systems.  UC Denver is a public university serving the greater Denver metropolitan area with three undergraduate and six graduate colleges.

We examined private university funding and student financial aid at the University of Denver, a private, independent university that offers undergraduate and graduate studies in many fields. Financial specialists from the Business and Financial Affairs Office discussed the university’s varied funding sources and the ways in which funds are budgeted at the university.  The issue of student finances was discussed with the director of the Office of Student Finance, which provides comprehensive service to students, staff and faculty.  Common types of financial aid include the following: grants and scholarships, federal programs, and state of Colorado programs.  Financial administrators outlined these funding sources in further detail.
University Governance

The Colorado Commission on Higher Education is the state policy and coordinating board for Colorado's higher education system.  The mission of the Commission is to provide access to high-quality, affordable education that is student-centered, quality driven and performance-based.  The Commission policies apply to all Colorado public institutions of higher education, and in some cases, to non-public institutions.  We met with commissioners who explained common governance systems of public universities and highlight the role and responsibilities of governing boards.
