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Abstract:

This course introduces the student to planning theory in general and to city planning theory in specific. It will address the different theories related to a wide range of planning knowledge like social, economic, and administrative. There will be more emphasis on the physical structure of the urban environment. Interactions between physical structure and forms of urbanized regions and the social, economic, cultural, and technological needs, resources and development of society will be discussed. Normative and descriptive theories will be dealt with.
