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Catalogue Description

The student has to utilize his knowledge and skills developed during his graduate studies in dealing with a complete city and regional planning problem under the supervision of a CRP graduate faculty member.  The student is expected to deal with the selected topics in his selected concentration area.  The Final Planning Project report will be presented and evaluated by a faculty committee representing the student’s area of concentration.

Policies

* Class attendance is required and students are expected to be in class on time especially during lecture hours and group discussion in the mentioned Review Sessions (see course syllabus).

*   Each student is required to submit all assignments on time.  The Final Project is expected to be of a high academic quality and of a significant contribution to the knowledge in the area of city and regional planning.  The complete project can be in size A4 or A3 paper and has to be of no less than 50 pages of texts and/or graphs.  All drawings and/or graphic materials should fit in the project document.

*  Three bond copies of the complete Final Project should be submitted.
