Your Name

Your name will appear on your card as it does in current University of Iowa records.
If there are any changes or discrepancies in your name and you have already been issued a new photo ID, you will require a new ID card. Students with UI Photo ID Cards should go to the Registration Center, (8:00am to noon, 12:30pm to 4:30pm) 30 Calvin Hall, to effect name changes. Faculty/Staff with UI Faculty/Staff ID Cards should go to the Payroll Office (8am to 5pm), 120 University Services Building, to effect name changes. There is no charge for any new card issued due to a name change.

Students and faculty/staff with UIHC Badges may obtain a replacement badge for a name change at no cost from the Office of Staff Relations and Development during normal badging hours (7:30am to 10:00am Monday, Wednesday, and Friday; and from 2:00pm to 4:45pm Tuesday and Thursday, except holidays). To receive a replacement badge, you must present a Photo Identification Card Request form which has been completed and signed by the appropriate department or college authorizing the change. The badge containing the incorrect information should be turned in at the same time.

CLASSIFICATION

Your primary university classification will appear here on the ID card. Classifications include UI Student, UI Faculty/Staff, and UI Affiliate. Your UIHC Badge will display your name, title and department.
