Follow your notes (RKhan Part2) form pages 8-11 to create the following:
· Change the windows Theme from what was present when you started this

· Remove the icon of “My Network Places” from your desktop

· Change the screen saver to “Flower” with no password and an activation time of one minute only
· Configure the advanced appearance options to:
· Try the effects button

· Try to change the desktop colours in Windows to your favourite colour

· Use the Settings tab to modify the screen resolutions to one level below what it is. Please remember to reset it to its original 

· Create and add a program shortcut for Adobe Acrobat or Windows Media Player or another program on your computer to the desktop.

· Add a website shortcut to the desktop of your favourite website

· Change the icon for the second last shortcut just created
· Please mark the following on the screen shown under this
· Pinned programs

· Recently used programs

· Quick Launch Toolbar

· System tray
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· What does the white area of the start menu indicate? …………………………

· Add a submenu for all users and call it “Notices”

· Add a shortcut for all users and call it “Announcements” 

· Add a submenu for an individual user on your computer. Note that if you have no user then create a user on your computer called User1 with no password and then log in and out once to this user  and practice on creating submenu for the user through the Admiistrator login

· Add another shortcut called “Meeting” to the individual user on your computer (eg User1)

· Pin a program (eg Adobe Acrobat, Windows Media Player etc) to the Start menu

· Modify the Startup folder for all users for “Windows Explorer” to start automatically once computer is on. Remember to take it off too.
· Customise the task bar  and add a program (eg Adobe Acrobat, Windows Media Player etc) to the Quick launch toolbar
