Operating Systems (Part 1)
1. Introduction
This chapter provides an overview of operating systems. An operating system is the first software that starts executing when we turn the computer on.

An operating system is a system software that 

1. Controls the system’s hardware

2. Interacts with the user (user interface)

3. Interacts with application software

Exercise 1:
a. Download “Lab 02” word document from PYP002 Website and save the file on your desktop.
b. Then delete the document “Lab 02”. Now the deleted software will be in the Recycle Bin. 

c. Now open the Recycle bin and restore the deleted document. 

Exercise 2:
a. Find out the number of hard disk drive(s) that are available on your computer by checking the recycle bin’s properties.

b. If your computer has more than one hard disk drive, change the following settings of the recycle bin.

	Recycle Bin’s Size

	C
	5%

	D
	15%


c. If your computer has just one hard disk drive, change its recycle bin size to 15%.

Exercise 3:
Change the Windows XP configuration as follows.

a. The time shown on the task bar must be hidden. 

b. The taskbar must hide automatically when the mouse is moved away from it. 

c. All the similar window buttons must be grouped in the taskbar. 

d. Change the display of the Windows XP to the classic view.

e. Enable the mouse pointer to be controlled by the numeric keypad 

f. Also enable the sticky keys option.

Exercise 4:

a. Login as an administrator.

b. Create a new user account on your name.

c. Test the new user account, by using switch user option
d. Log-out from your account and return to Administrator.

e. Finally delete the new user account you created.

Exercise 5:

a. Put back all the windows settings back to normal.
