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Abstract

Statistical Analysis Software (SAS), first established in 1976, is widely used by many educational institutions and international companies such as KFUPM, the University of Iowa, Barclays, Topdanmark, and Cetrel. The SAS software is used to perform research and day-to-day analyses such as managing existing and prospective customers, fulfilling reporting needs, and making smarter business decisions. 

Past analyses with the SAS software have been completely syntax-driven, complemented with huge collections of 3-inch thick syntax reference books. With SAS 9.1, the syntax-driven approach is now rapidly replaced with a menu-driven approach to computing and the huge volumes of reference books are now replaced with online help facilities and support through WebPages. With SAS, there are a myriad of analyses that can be accomplished: from canned analyses such as Basic Descriptive Statistics, Multivariate Statistical Analyses, and Analyses of Examination Data to Intensive statistical programming and simulation with the SAS/Data and the Integrated Matrix Language (SAS/IML).

The first presenter used to work as a SAS programmer at SAS company Indonesia while the second presenter used SAS and SAS/IML for statistical analyses and Monte-Carlo simulations of Exam data. This seminar will give a limited overview of SAS and an overview of how it handles statistical analysis of University data. In particular, classroom examination data at KFUPM will be analyzed and results of the analyses will be discussed.
