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	Abstract

	The abstract should be informative, and should be written in about three to five sentences. It should cover all phases of the investigation. It must include the following:

· An introduction statement about the subject, mainly objective.

· Brief description of what was done and how it was don.

· Selected results (numerical values).

· Brief assessment of the results (i.e. some percentage error in experimental results in comparison with theoretical values). 

While writing the abstract, no reference should be made to graph, tables or equations inside the report.




Introduction & Theoretical Background:

This section should include few sentences discussion the physical principles involved in the experiment and the theory behind it. Also, it should contain all those equations, which are used to acquire a certain result. 

Procedure:

In this part, you should briefly describe the actual step-by-step procedure you followed in running the experiment. It should be written in passive form. 

Result:

You should present your result in tabulated or graphical form.

Discussion of Result:

You should discuss your experimental result and observations. If the results obtained in terms of graphs, then interpret them also. Describe observed trends and possible relationship between parameters (i.e. how a change in one variable affects another). Also, show how you make comparison with the vales obtained theoretically and discuss the deviation of experimental results from theoretical values. Possible sources of errors should be mentioned.

Conclusion & Recommendations:

Conclusions are series of numbered sentences which answer the questions posted in the experiment. Conclusion should also include main results (numerical values) and the errors between the experimental and theoretical values. Also, you have to mention what you have leaned from the experiment as well.

Literature Cited:

Here, you should list the books, journal’s articles, etc. used in writing your report and analyzing the experiment.

Appendices:

At the end of your report, please post the following:

A1. Raw Data:

It should contain the raw data as collected in the lab during the experiment.

A2. Sample of Calculation:

This shows how the collected data are analyzed, and transformed into experimental results by using the appropriate equations. Sample of calculations should contain each step, which is used to acquire certain result.
