Student Authored Quizzes

(SAQ)
It is expected that a student will write a quiz from each chapter of textbook. He will then solve the quiz and show his fellow students to check the concept, language and solution. The quiz along with complete solution will be then submitted to the class instructor. The instructor will then assess the quiz. If he finds the quiz up to the mark and meeting the requirement of concept and quality, he may take student SAQ in lieu of class quiz for that chapter. 

Rules for SAQ

(SAQ Contents:

 Just like a class quiz after a chapter, a SAQ should cover most of the important topics in the chapter. SAQ may have at least three or more questions. Generally the importance of a topic in a chapter is reflected by the questions and problems given on that topic at the end of the chapter.

(SAQ Question Standard:

 The questions given at the end of the chapter in a text book or old exam can be modified and submitted as SAQ question. Following modifications are mandatory if the questions are taken from already published text books, notes, exams etc.

*
Change the language and rephrase the original question.

*
Change the variables given in the original question.

*
Questions should be short one with a typical 3-5 minutes duration. Check the time it takes you to solve the question. 

*
Question should not be easy. It should have the standard of class quiz or exams.

](SAQ Question Solutions:

Show all necessary steps to solve the question. If you think that some intermediate step in the solution may lead to wrong answer, emphasize on those points.

Remember you are the author of the SAQ and you know the best about the SAQ.

It is your SAQ!!!

(SAQ Submission Deadline:

SAQ should be submitted to the instructor before the class quiz date via E-mail or E-mail attachment. 
(SAQ Credit:

If a student performance is bad in a class quiz, he can contact instructor to claim the credit for SAQ instead of poor class quiz grade. Important point to remember is that SAQ credit can be taken wholly. That means that the student needs to surrender total grade of  a specific  class quiz to claim SAQ credit. Therefore please work hard for the SAQ.
