 Review Questions
1. Being that most of the Earth's surface area is ocean, both evaporation and precipitation are greatest over the oceans.
3. Porosity is the volume of open space, or voids, in a soil or rock sample compared to the total volume of solids plus voids. The ability of a material to transmit water is its hydraulic conductivity.
4. No, because the hole is above the water table. Water in the unsaturated zone percolates downward to the water table.
Exercises
2. As evaporation occurs over the ocean surface, only H2O evaporates, the NaCl is left behind thus making the sea water saltier. Although most of the NaCl is left behind, minute salt particles in the ocean spray can act as condensation nuclei, which aids in the formation of water vapor droplets. The amount of salt particles, however, is so minute that precipitation is essentially pure fresh water.
3. Less than 3% of Earth's water is fresh water. Most of it is locked up in the polar ice caps and in glaciers.
