Attendance

 You may see me for help, or discuss with your friends the HW problems. However, you shall not copy the work of others.
 Late assignments will NOT be accepted.   

Quizzes 

 There will be occasional pop-up quizzes. Be prepared.

 Quizzes are usually open book, open notes, and open mind. 

Interaction

· You will often be requested to solve “interaction” problems; submit before the beginning of the next class!

Major Exams 

 There will be one midterm exam around week 8.

 The exam will include material covered up to the weekend before the exam date. 

 The exam weighs 20% of the course grade.

 The exam will probably be of the "take-home" type.

Final Exam 

 There will be a final exam whose date is as scheduled by the Registrar.

  It will be a comprehensive exam covering the whole course material. 

 The weight of the final exam is 25% of the course grade.
