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Abstract

The interaction of Au(I) thiomalate (Myocrisin) with 1,3-diazinane-2-thione (L) was studied in aq. soln. at pH 7.2 using 13C NMR spectroscopy.  A 1:1:1 thiomalate-Au-L complex is formed.  In the presence of excess thiomalate, L is displaced from the complex, suggesting that a thiol binds to Au(I) more strongly than does a thione.
