Senior Project Proposal Guidelines

Faculty members are required to propose senior projects with the following criteria:

1. The project should be a design or design analysis type. No term-paper-like or research project should be given. If a faculty member wants to utilize the student(s) as a research assistant, he should formulate the problem to the student as a design problem; clear specifications and measurable (known apriori) outcomes.
2. Pure software or web page designs project are not acceptable. The project should represent a complete design cycle (i.e. product oriented) compromising both software and hardware aspects, with cost-performance issues.

3. Teamwork is highly recommended. This gives the student a chance to implement large projects and practice basic project management (work division and resource allocation).

4. Projects should deal with contemporary issues and expose the students to socio-economical issues of the new technologies.

5. The senior project in neither the right time or place to teach the student too many new theoretical stuff. Please tailor your project proposal such that 90% of the required background comes from courses taken by the students.

6. A three-member committee will evaluate all proposals before they are posted for the students.

Please use the following format for the proposals:

Project Title:  write the project title here … please do not use cryptic titles

Project Code: give a project code or one will be assigned by the coordinator
Supervisor(s): names of the supervisor(s)
Duration: one or two semesters. Please correctly estimate the required time and avoid unnecessary long durations.
Number of students: a maximum of three students per project
Brief Description: 2-3 lines describing the project
Prerequisites: Elective courses that the student should have taken, other skills (e.g. JAVA programming) and any other things the student should know or be able to do in order to be able to do the project. PLEASE NO GPA CONDITIONS! ALL PROJECTS SHOULD BE OPEN TO ALL STUDENTS.

Deliverables: List three to five deliverables. These should be very clear, precise, and measurable. They should also include a working prototype and the final report. This is the most important part of the proposal since it will be used to evaluate the student's work. Please make sure that the amount of deliverables matches the number of students and the project duration.
