Multimedia Applications Development
COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course provides the participants with hands-on experience necessary to start developing interactive multimedia applications.  The course first introduces the participant to the world of multimedia and its elements, such as text, graphics, animation, audio, still pictures, and video clips.  It also introduces the participant to storage devices, such as CD-ROM and DVD technology.  Then it gives the participant practical knowledge in working with multimedia elements.  Particularly, the course emphasizes on the use of multimedia hardware and software tools for capturing, editing, and compressing images, audio, and video clips.  The use of 3D-Studio animation software to create animation.  Finally, the course teaches the participant how to integrate these multimedia elements into an interactive multimedia applications.  Macromedia’s Authorware is used for this purpose. 

WHO SHOULD ATTEND

This short course is intended for anyone who is interested in developing multimedia applications or computer-based training software.  The course ia also valuable to managers administrators who are considering or evaluating the use of multimedia applications in their business or training programs.  Also, people who are working with animation, digital images, audio, and video, or related fields will find this course of interest.  General PC skills are the only prerequisite for this course.
