The analysis should involve all what you learned in the course, including, but not limited to, plots, parameter estimates, both point and interval estimates, tests of significance, transformations, influential observations, and multicollinearity. 
The report should have an abstract, an introduction, a clear statement of the problem and objective of the study, a section detailing all the analysis carried out, a conclusion, and a bibliography if necessary.
The report is due on Wednesday December 26, and a presentation the week after.
Your grade will be determined on the basis of the quality of the report and the analysis, as well as the oral presentation and the subsequent question and answer session.
