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ABSTRACT

Various construction sites in Saudi Arabia were surveyed to assess the current constructions’ worker safety.  In addition, the extent of specific aspect influences on construction workers safety was studied also.  Personal, first line supervisor, site management, training, and workers’ rewarding effects on the workers were studied and analyzed.  It was noticed that the aforementioned aspects play a very important role in orienting workers safety.  Workers interact with safety positively or adversely based on the aspects they sustain.

The overall study is focused in obtaining a fuller understanding of how different aspects affect the safety of construction workers. 
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
