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This research studies safety influence on the productivity of construction workers in the Alkhobar area in the Eastern Province (Saudi Arabia). The study assesses workers productivity by measuring lost time accident (frequent rate vs. workers response) and increased safety awareness, workers productivity, productivity factors and their effectiveness in safety. The survey is the basic research method utilized throughout this study. A survey of 100 individuals from four different construction companies’ workers is the database for the study. The sample was selected randomly from the companies’ workers. This research had concluded that there are more safe workers and less safe workers based on frequent rate of lost time accident of the contractors’ workers participating in this survey. The more safe workers were 62% and the less safe workers were 38%. It was reveled that safety factors affecting workers productivity were categorized between strongly important, important and neutral for both less and more safe workers which indicate that, workers are at least taking some care of their safety productivity. Also, it was observed that, less safe workers were never or rarely attended safety meetings at the job site, and did not have a safety orientation program which is opposite to more safe workers. Furthermore, the research provides several recommendations which are listed at the end of this report, for improving the effectiveness of the safety program and workers productivity profile, which could be helpful at the construction site. Also, these recommendations help to increase and assess influence of safety on workers productivity.
