Organization and Management Plan

A team of three investigators will conduct the work in this project. They will meet at least once a week to discuss the progress of the project and to exchange information about the particular tasks. Being faculty members at the college of Computer Sciences and Engineering, the investigators are expected to advise some of their students to participate in the project. There will be at least two research assistants helping the investigators in setting up equipment and necessary programming. All the investigators are experienced in their respective areas.

Dr. Sadiq M. Sait has major interests in computer engineering and applications of computers in general. His recent interests include engineering iterative non-deterministic heuristics such as xxx, to solve hard combinatorial optimization problems in several  areas of engineering.    His Ph.D research involved extensive software development. He has published over 80 papers in his areas of interest and in other areas related to computer engineering, authored two books in the area of computer engineering (one co-published by McGraw-Hill Book Co., Europe and the IEEE Press, and the second published by the IEEE Computer Society Press), and has worked on 8 funded projects, all completed successfully.  He has also presented papers in international conferences and given invited lectures in Germany and Switzerland.
