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Have you ever go to a far country or to a museum and see the buildings and the houses there, you will notice that they look different from country to country and some countries have something common and a number or similarities  between each other and some don’t have.
Although all humans look approximately the same in shape and dimensions and have the same needs like the need of houses, protection and living. Then, why do buildings look different from each other? The reason for this is caused by many factors, like availability of materials and substances for building, the purposes and function of the building and what they are going to use it for, the site and the climate, culture and religion

Many years ago, when humans wanted to build a house to live and protect them selves from the outer climate, they used materials and substances that are available in their area, for example. People who live in forest areas they used to cut trees and use there leafs and wood to build, and people who live in mountains they used stones and bricks. Then they will build to achieve what they want. For example, they people who live in a cold country of course, they need heat, so that they have large windows facing east and west to allow the sun light to go inside there houses and buildings. And those who live in a hot area, they do not need a lot of sun light, so they put their windows facing north and south or cover them to produce some shade . In fact they need to cool the building, so that they use wind towers to catch the wind and let it go inside

They also take care of the coast and time. If someone wants to bring materials which are not available near to him, it will cost him more money and time, they need to balance which nature to keep the nature environment. Another factor of buildings is the beauty, people need to enjoy in the place where they stay. They create beautiful things in building in a functional way or they create functional things in a beautiful way, that is, to decorate the exterior and the interior of the buildings and each place of the world is famous and known with his own style of decoration and finishing.
The culture factor is very important in Architecture, it is related to the religion in a way, each place in the world have a culture that appears in the way that the building are organized in the city and the arraignment of the interior or the buildings. Lets take the Arabic and the Islamic culture for example, the rooms in the houses are separated and each room have its own door or gate and it can be closed and separated form the rest rooms in the house, this because men and women, in some countries, are not allowed to share the same room if they aren’t from the same family and the house itself has a large walls to separate it from neighboring houses. In the other hand, the rooms in an eastern house are open from inside and usually not separated with walls, and the kitchen is opend to the living room, and houses are separated with a short walls or some trees, because the visitors, for example can share and sit with women.
These days, the culture is not appeared in the Architecture in a clear way, we can see that modern buildings like skyscrapers, almost have the same look and style in allover the word. For house design in the Middle East the introverted plan where in family live looked into the courtyard was changed to a plan with family life looking out upon the street. The cold, clean air, the serenity and reverence of the courtyard were shed and the street was embraced with its heat, dust and noise. Also the qa’a [a central, high-celinged upper-story room for receiving guests, constructed so as to provide natural light and ensure ventilation] was supplanted by the ordinary salon, and all such delights as the fountain, the salsabil [ a fountain or basin of still water designed to increase air humidity] and the maqlaf [ wind catch] they were placed with air-conditioning equipment. This new technology will effect the culture in a way that the buildings allover the world will look alike, another thing is the population has been grown and some live in another country that may have different features and culture, in this way the cultures will mix with each others
How can a culture affect another culture, and what are the major effects? 
There are many ways for a culture to be impacted by another ,like the transportation of people between two different countries, the visitors and foreigners who come to work and get a job in another country  for example, the foreigners who come from a western country to work in an eastern country of course they need a housing  place, the companies provide a housing complex in the city which is designed and arraigned as a western style, the layout of the houses and the interior design of them have a western style and the privacy issues are less, some of the housing complex here in Saudi Arabia allow the women to drive cars and walk inside with out dressing the usual common women  dress which is restricted in Saudi Arabia all of these factors and things that happen in the housing complex make you feel that you are in another country, this will impact the culture and start to introduce a new western ideas and traditions to our culture that usually doesn’t go with our traditions and religion  .another factor of effecting the cultures is the  students who are going to study abroad  , student who go to study abroad they are effected by the other environment  because they live there for a long time and they are forced to use some of  others traditions and they dress and talk like them , after they come back, they still effected by these traditions and they start to  effect their relatives and friends and introduce these traditions to them. 
One of the main ways of effecting cultures these days is the use of new technology especially communication, the internet has connected the entire world together with many ways of communication types from visual to vocal. People start chatting and meeting new people from around the world in an easy and cheap way that is available all the time. TVs in addition to internet has played a rule in connecting the world and different community with each other. All of these factors and other will affect the community and the culture of countries. But is there any positive effects?
By connecting a culture with another one, people starts to communicate and share the language and knowledge, they start to open their mind and look to things from another perspective, they can share the experience in teaching science and art , providing a solutions for the problems in the world based on their own traditions and religion that another culture doesn’t know about it.
Nowadays, the cultures around the world are open toward each others, every country knows the other one, the original tradition and culture became a historical thing which we keep it in our minds, the time and the new modernism became our culture along with the new technology and globalization of the world.
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
