By now I would have emailed you to let you know what group you are in.  

We have already discussed these issues in class and we will go into more detail regarding these scenarios at the end of this course.  There are websites in the resources sections; however, this is simply for information purposes. 
Instructions:

1. Go to the Library to photocopy and collect news stories from past news papers.  

2. Each group has to make an A2 size collage of newspaper clippings based on the scenarios given below.  
3. Use the questions in each scenario to help focus your search.  
4. Use your creativity by placing clippings under headings such as Justice, Fairness and Equality. Keep your clippings specific to the scenario.  

5. Although not compulsory, bonus points will be given for ALSO having a video or audio reference, e.g. from a news or current affairs TV or Radio program.
Topic for Group1
Liquor and Drugs: On the issue of Liquor and Drugs, what is your opinion on the law and how it attempts to treat people equally concerning this issue? What about the laws that tries to discourage young people like yourselves to keep away from drugs and alcohol? Even though a drug dealer may sell to young people, why do you think there are laws that get you in trouble for simply taking the drugs regardless of where you got them from?

Topic for Group 2
Deaths in Custody: Remember the case regarding the discussion in class we had? Well, based on newspaper reports, about the 15 year old Aboriginal boy who was jailed and later hung himself. Do you think he was treated with equality and justice when it comes to appropriate use of the law, i.e. does the punishment fit the crime? Why or why not? 
Topic for Group 3
Alcohol and drug abuse, a community problem: What about communities which suffer from alcoholism and its associated problems? What if the community has more pubs and bottle shops in the area compared to all the surrounding areas put together? Are there laws to discourage excessive sale on alcohol, e.g. taxing on volume sold as opposed to fixed price tax? What if the place you live in had this many bottle shops/pubs and you found people breaking the law because of alcoholism do you think that the community is being equally treated compared to other communities? How can the law help in this situation?
