Buying a Pet Carrier

· The carrier should have hard sides, ventilation on at least two sides, and exterior rims to prevent blocked airflow. 

· The carrier must be large enough for the pet to stand, turn around, and lie down comfortably. Your pet should easily be able to stand, turn around, and lie down inside the carrier. 

· It should also be marked with a large, highly visible label reading "Live Animal," at least one inch tall, including arrows indicating the carrier's upright position. Never lock your pet’s carrier before departure, in an emergency, airline personnel may need access to your pet.

· Finally, both the pet and the carrier should be well marked with the owner's name, address, and phone number, and the pet's updated health certificate.
