Course Syllabus
Course Description: 
 This graduate course has come back after disappearance for about thirty years.   It explores the central, strategic role that HR plays in making organization more modern and competuttive  It examine personnel management concepts and practises including: Introduction and Background of Human Resources; Acquiring Human Resources; Training and Developing Employees; Compensating Human Resources; and Employee Well-Being. This course  has a special focus on the increaseof globalizaion and Saudization and workforce diversity in the high performance.Students will learn  relevant skills in staff recruitment, and the development of benefit packages The course will also present ways to develop an equitable, healthy, and viable workplace for employers and employees alike. It will explore the role of managers 
Course Objectives
To provide students with understanding of the functions, roles, concepts, terminology and practices of human resource management in all types of enterprises.  Students will be introduced to Strategic function of Human Resources, the legal environment, and job analysis and design. Particular attention will be given to the basic HR functions such as human resource planning, recruitment and selection, employee training and development, performance and evaluation, compensation, incentives, and benefits, and safety, health and well-being of employees.   . Whenever possible, efforts will be made to relate these materials to human resource management in Saudi Arabia, especially the hot issue of SAUDIZATION.
Course Design:
The instructor for this course will select some required and recommended readings to supplement the textbook. In addition, the instructor will include a range of pedagogical methods such as participatory discussions, written assignments, and experiential exercises related to course materials. Guest speakers will be invited to address special topics if circumstances allow.
Course Format
To accomplish the course objectives, lectures will highlight and clarify important material in the text. Power points presentation will be used but should not replace chapter readings. This will be supplemented, as opportunity permits, with outside readings and articles.  Students are required to (1) attend all classes on time, (2) read all assigned material before coming to class, and (3) participate meaningfully in class discussions.

Class Attendance
The KFUPM rules regarding attendance will be strictly enforced.  A grade of "DN" will be given to students who accumulate more than the allowable unexcused absences during the course.  Only official or medical excuses will be accepted. Excuses from external institutions/hospitals are not directly accepted. They must be approved by the university Clinic and Student Affairs.
