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Prof. Tony Davies was born in Rainham, Kent, England in August 1936.   Following two years military service in the Royal Electrical and Mechanical Engineers (British Army), he obtained a First Class Honours B.Sc(Eng.) degree in Electrical Engineering from Southampton University in 1961. He was awarded an M.Phil. degree by London University in 1967 and a PhD degree by City University in 1970.

He is a Fellow of IEEE and of IEE, a Member of the British Computer Society, a Chartered Electrical Engineer and a member of the European Circuits Society.  In 2000 he was awarded an IEEE 3rd Millennium Medal and a IEEE Circuits and Systems Society 50th. Anniversary Medal.

He worked at the General Electric Co. Ltd. (Coventry) on filter and equaliser design and pulse code modulation (1961/1963),and then joined Northampton College of Advanced Technology in London.  This College became The City University, London.  He was for a number of years in charge of academic aspects of the University Microprocessor Laboratories.  In 1982 he was appointed to a new chair in Information Engineering at City University, where he became Director of a newly formed Centre for Information Engineering. 

He spent a year as a Visiting Lecturer at the University of British Columbia, Vancouver (1968/1969), a year as a visiting Full Professor at Purdue University, Lafayette, Indiana, USA. (1973/1974) and he has taught short courses in Washington D.C., London and Berlin for the George Washington University.   For a year he held a Royal Society Industrial Fellowship at the Army Weapons Division of British Aerospace (1987/1988).

In 1990, he moved to a chair at King's College London.  For several years, until August 1996, he was Director of Teaching for the Department of Electronic and Electrical Engineering at King’s College and more recently was given responsiblity for devising and implementing the system for the peer assessment of teaching in the Department.

Recent teaching was courses in digital signal processing and software design, and his technical and research interests include signal processing, pseudorandom sequences, non-linear dynamical systems and chaos, digital filters, software engineering, and circuit theory.

Recent research funding included an EPSRC grant ‘Chaotic and Pseudochaotic Signal from Discrete time Electronic Systems’, support from the British German ARC programme (for collaboration with Institut für Grundlagen der Electronik/Electrotechnik, Technische Universität, Dresden), and he has been involved with several projects studying urban crowd behaviour using image processing, supported by EPSRC and by the European Commission.   He has been Contractor for an EC TEMPUS grant (with Delft University of Technology, Warsaw University of Technology, and Wrocław Technical University) entitled ‘Education in Signal Processing and Circuits for Signal Processing’.  Currently he has EPSRC funding for joint research with the University of Newcastle on distributed computing systems and asynchronous communications mechanisms.  This funding was transferred from King’s College London to Kingston University in autumn 2001, and he was appointed a Visiting professor at Kingston University with effect from January 2002.

He retired from King’s College on 1st October 1999, but remains actively involved with research projects and with various professional activities.  He was until January 2002 the Vice President for IEEE Region 8 (Europe. Middle East and Africa) of the IEEE Circuits and Systems Society, and also IEEE Region 8 Chapter Coordination Committee Chairman.  He has been IEEE Region 8 Vice Chair for Technical Activities and is now Director of IEEE Region 8 (2003-2004).
