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ABSTRACT
Given the increasing multiple and complex roles assumed by faculty members, and the high degree of spillover between work and non-work of university faculty, many researchers emphasized the need for further research on work and non-work life from different perspectives. This exploratory study is attempted to determine the perceived effect of work and family variables on the performance of university faculty. The findings confirmed previous research regarding the interrelationships of the work variables and family domains.
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
